Crisis Intervention 

 Assess immediate needs, concerns and safety    

issues and problem solve with victims 

 Assistance identifying and prioritizing relevant 

needs and options 

 Provide support both over the phone and in person 

 Empowerment—Victims choose the direction they 

wish to proceed  

 

Information and Referral 

 Explanation of community programs and assistance 

determining eligibility 

 Referrals to local resources that may assist with the 

many issues associated with crime victimization 

 Accompany victims when accessing services or  

resources in the community 

 Referrals to civil justice resources 

Systems Advocacy 

 Acting in support of victims when working with 

public service providers, creditors, employers, 

insurance companies, landlords, etc. 

 Aid victims in obtaining medical care that        

respects victims’ choices and rights 

 Assistance applying for restitution in criminal 

cases and retrieving property from law             

enforcement 

Community Education and Outreach 

 Providing information to the public and public 

service providers about crime victimization,    

violence, and available resources 

 Participation in community education events and 

presentations to public or private groups         

regarding crime, advocacy, and rights 

Legal Advocacy 

 Explanation of statutory rights of crime victims 

 Assistance navigating the criminal justice system 

 Accompaniment to hearings and interviews 

 Assistance enrolling in offender release  

        notification programs 

 Assistance preparing Victim Impact Statements  

 Information on programs that track court dates 

CRIME VICTIMS COMPENSATION 

Washington State’s Crime Victim Compensation    

Program (CVC) can provide medical, mental health 

and financial assistance to eligible victims and survi-

vors of crime. This can include wage loss, pharmaceu-

tical, travel reimbursement, and funeral & burial 

benefits.  Advocates can provide CVC applications to 

any victim of crime that may be eligible. Explanation 

and assistance completing the application is offered 

as well as assistance in the appeal process if the appli-

YOU HAVE RIGHTS 

 The right to be reasonably protected from the  

accused; 

 The right to reasonable, accurate, and timely    

notice of any public court proceeding or any     

parole proceeding involving the crime or of any 

release or escape of the accused; 

 The right to be reasonably heard at any public  

proceeding in the Superior Court involving release, 

pleas, sentencing or any parole proceeding; 

 The right to full and timely restitution as provided 

by law; 

 The right to be treated with fairness and with   

respect for the victim’s dignity and privacy.
